banners should be prominently displayed in the offices of the CEO,
DEOs, EROs and the VFCs (Voter Facilitation Centers).

5. Key Activities: Following SVEEP activities related to NVD are to be

2. NVD pledge is to be administered to all the people present during the
event, For this, the content of the pledge to be circulated over
WhatsApp groups in advance.
